Interscholastic/Intramural Athletics and Co­Curricular Activities 
 
Students who wish to participate in the co­curricular activities, including but not limited to 
athletics, drama, band and vocal music, yearbook, and cheerleading must maintain passing 
grades (60 or above) in all classes, or, if failing one course, must have an academic 
average of 70 or above.  If failing two or more classes, students are deemed ineligible to 
participate.  Computations for the average will be based upon the previous marking period, 
or, for fall activities, on the previous year’s average.
